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Multicultural Community Infrastructure
Fund - Small Stream

Offers grants to Victoria’s multicultural organisations to
help them upgrade or renovate multicultural community
infrastructure.

Having safe and secure places to celebrate and share
cultural history and traditions ensures Victoria's
multicultural communities continue to build connections
and celebrate diversity.  

Grants of up to $500,000 are available for multicultural
community infrastructure projects that can be delivered by
31 October 2023 that:
- Support the community to celebrate and share their history
and traditions
- Build community connections and networks to foster a
more inclusive society.

Funding is offered in two streams:
- Large Stream: $100,001 to $500,000 to upgrade, extend or
build multicultural community infrastructure
- Small Stream: up to $100,000 to upgrade or renovate
multicultural community infrastructure (this listing).

In most cases, the applicant organisation will be a
multicultural community organisation. Eligible
organisations include:  Not-for-profit entities are eligible to
apply which are:
- Registered with the Australian Charities and Not-for-profits
Commission, or
- Registered with Consumer Affairs Victoria as an
incorporated association, or
- Registered under the Corporations Act 2001 (Cth) or the
Associations Incorporation Reform Act 2012 (Vic), or
through your organisation’s constitution/rules or
governance documents, or
- Social enterprises with a clearly stated purpose or
mission-related specifically to supporting multiculturalism.

Matched funding requirements:
- Metropolitan Melbourne organisations and projects:
Minimum of one dollar for every dollar of Victorian
Government funding
- Regional and rural projects, and/or new and emerging
communities and projects: Minimum of one dollar for every
three dollars of Victorian Government funding.
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
